SOMPTING 7A SUNDAY BUS SERVICE

For the past 18 months the Parish Council has been financially support-
ing the 7A Sunday and Bank Holiday service in order to restore a service
to north and west Sompting This service has built up a regular but rather
low level of usage. Every 6 months the Parish Council decides whether to
renew the arrangement which involves a discussion about whether it is
the most effective way of giving access to public transport on a Sunday to
Sompting residents.
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At the time of the last decision to renew the arrangement with Compass Bus, whilst it was agreed to
renew it for a further 6 months it was agreed in parallel to explore an option to replace the 2 hourly 7A
Bus with an hourly service going around Sompting that would link with Lyons Farm, the Pulse Bus
Route, and the 700 Bus Route. This work is currently taking place and has reached the point of trying
to obtain some provisional pricing.
